1. ROLL CALL

	3.	MINUTES
	 
	The Trustees reviewed the minutes of the September 11, 2017 regular meeting.  Motion by Trustee Simonson and seconded by Trustee Struthers to approve the minutes of the September 11, 2017 regular meeting.  All in favor. Motion passed.  

	4.  	TREASURER’S REPORT

The trustees reviewed the September treasurer’s report.

Following the discussion Trustee Simonson moved to accept, as presented the Treasurer’s Report for September.  Seconded by Trustee Bilotti.  All in favor.  Motion passed.

	5.  	BILLS

The Trustees considered the following bills:

1.	Diver, Grach, Quade & Masini, LLP - $1,369.36 for – Legal services of $1,199.25 and $170.11 reimbursement for the cost of new bank checks.
2.	Clarke Mosquito Control - $8,271.49 for adulticide service in September.
3.	Smith Accounting/Cindy Smith - $100.00 – Accounting services.
4.	David Data, Inc. - $721.38 – Website maintenance.

[bookmark: _GoBack]  The trustees discussed the David Data bill.  They were uncertain as to the nature of certain charges and the “security update new annual subscriptions”.  They surmised these were third party charges since no labor rate was shown.  They decided to hold off on payment of the bill until their questions were answered.  They asked Attorney Masini to contact Mr. Greenberg about the matter.

Following the discussion Trustee Simonson moved that the Board authorize payment of all the bills except the David Data, Inc. bill.  Seconded by Trustee Bilotti.  Roll Call.  Ayes:  Simonson, Bilotti and Struthers.  Nays:  None.  Absent Feder and Levy.  Motion passed.
						
	6. 	 OLD BUSINESS

A.	 Consideration, discussion and possible action on proposal for web site maintenance.  Attorney Masini reported to the trustees that he had talked with Ruth Del Re of Liberty Computers.  He told Ms. Del Re the current status of matters, the issues that most concerned the trustees and the importance placed on her attending the November meeting.  She said she could attend.

	7.	NEW BUSINESS

A.  Discussion and adoption of 2017 tax year Tax Levy Ordinance. – Attorney Maisni pointed out to the trustees that this year it appears they are spending about the full amount of the current year’s levy.  Consequently, the reserves should be about the same or just a little lower going into next season.   The final numbers will be available by the end of the calendar year.  The trustees were pleased with this situation.  Following a brief discussion Trustee Simonson moved that the trustees adopt the 2017 Tax Levy Ordinance as presented with a levy amount of $486,000, which is the same amount levied in each of the past several years.  Motion was seconded by Trustee Bilotti.  Roll Call.  Ayes:  Simonson, Bilotti and Struthers.  Nays:  None.  Absent Feder and Levy.  Motion passed.

B.  Discussion of Annual Financial Report for Illinois Comptroller and action to hire a CPA to prepare an audit, if necessary. – Attorney Masini explained that contrary to the message from the State of Illinois Comptroller’s Office a CPA prepared audit is not necessary because the District’s appropriation is under the statutory threshold.    He spoke to a representative from the Comptroller’s office and obtained a 2 month extension for filing the annual report.  Not a problem because the Comptroller is way behind  this year in getting out the report form.
 	
 8.	REPORTS

			Clarke – Mr. Balis distributed the written monthly report.  He mentioned that it was a bit unusual this year because operations continued throughout September as a result of the warm weather.  NO operations are planed for the rest of October.
